Lessons should have some structure so that teachers 
can control the progression of activities and guide 
students. 

However, especially for young learners, the teacher 
should be flexible and responsive to the needs and 
emotions of the learners.

Lesson Planning



What is a teaching framework?

Each language skill has a different framework, or system, for 
teaching. The framework helps us to organize the lesson.

Lesson Planning Frameworks



1. preparing stage

Here is the framework for dinner!

2. cooking stage

2. eating stage

What would happen if we miss some stages? 

Teaching language does not have the same stages, but this 
shows that we shouldn’t skip or ignore stages!



Framework for Listening and Reading 
Reading and listening are receptive skills 

In planning terms, they are similar.  

A receptive skills lesson can have 3 stages: 

1. Before L/R ( Pre stage ) 

2. During L/R ( During stage ) 

3. After L/R ( Post stage )

*Note: This is not for a phonics/sight words lesson. 



PDP: Pre-During-Post 
Framework for Listening and Reading lesson planning

‘Pre’ stage before L/R. 

‘During’ tasks while L/R. 

‘Post’ stage after L/R. 

*Note: This is not for a phonics/sight words lesson.

Lesson planning frameworks for speaking skills

There isn’t a right or a wrong framework for lesson planning. It depends on 
your teaching style, your students’ age and goals, and the content of the 
lesson.



E-I-F Framework for speaking lessons

E = Encounter
The target language is ‘encountered’ in an activity focused on 
meaning.

I = Internalize
The target language is practiced in a systematic and 
scaffolded sequence.

F = Fluency
The target language is practiced in a communicative activity.

• Use of TPR techniques to replicate children’s need to learn 
by doing and learning through movement.

• Encouraging prediction of possible pictures and words.

• Constant re-cycling of flashcards to reinforce children’s 
acquisition of vocabulary.

• Bright colourful flashcards with images that appeal to young 
learners to stimulate interest and create impact.

How to do this action game: 

1. Choose a situation and the commands 

2. Make a list 

3. Show the action and say the command 

4. Repeat the actions several times  

5. Stop doing the actions to check learners understand

Sentence Mimes

This activity is good for practicing sentence order (grammar). Choose 
a simple sentence and create an action for each word. For example: 

I [point to eye] like [make/point to heart] cats [make a paw]. 
What other animals can we put in this sentence with actions? 

We [draw a circle] are [bend finger] reading books [act reading]. 
What other hobbies can we act with this sentence? 

What does this mean?  
[draw a circle] [make/point to heart] [make a paw] 

In your groups choose a sentence and make mimes to teach the class. 
Can we make any new sentences with our new actions?



Tips for starting a lesson 

• Ask about things the students know 
& can answer  

• Start with easy questions 

• Start with something interesting 

• Use actions, multimedia, realia, 
pictures and videos to get attention 



Starting a lesson

What is he doing? 
He’s climbing. 

(example target language) 

What does she like? 
She likes fish. 

(example target language) 

Tip: Use cartoon characters!
